SAVAR, Bangladesh  The
death ol ar a Banpladeshi
garment factory that makes
clothes for a number of
North American  retailers
bas riven dramatically, mak
ing the budlding collapse the
most deadly svcident on re-
cord for the country's cloth
ing manufacturers.

Officlals said police had
ordered an evacuation of the
building a day before the cal-
lapse, after deep ¢
came visible in the walls, bul
